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Terebinth (ay-lone) - means strong hardy
tree, specially the oak tree.




CHRISTOPHANY

is an appearance of Christ, the 2nd person of
the trinity, in the Old Testament. The word
Christophany is a compound word of the
Greek words christos, which means Christ, and
phaino, which means “to appear.”
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Bowed (shaw-kaw) - means to bow down,
to prostrate oneself, to pay homage to
royalty or God. This is the first time it is
used in the bible.
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Lord (aw-don) - means Lords, in reference
to God and His sovereign rule. Could also
be in reference to Lord of lords.
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Morsel (pat) - means piece or fragment or
bit. In other words it means | will get you a
piece of bread.
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Measure (seh-aw) - is a measure of flour,

1/3 of an ephah.
